Please do NOT place the name(s) of author(s), name(s) of school, hospital, city, or any other identifying information on the abstract. The review will be blinded. The abstract should state the problem, material and methods used, results, and author's conclusion(s) based on results of the data.  If you are interested in your abstract being considered for a platform presentation, please submit one learning objective.
